Section B: Attempt any 2 Questions of your choice.          30 marks 
Q1.Explain the reason why industrial revolution began in England
Answer:
1) Presence of raw material which were cheap: Britain had natural resources like coal, iron, and steel; sift flowing rivers that were used in running of machines
2) A large and qualified labor force:  Britain had a large labor force due to increase in population as well as influx of people from Spain and France.
3) Ready markets for finished goods: Britain had ready markets for finished goods because of large population and people in the colonies.
4) Britain had a lot of wealth: there was a lot of wealth accumulated in Britain from her trade with other countries and colonies this was invested in industrialization 
5) A well-developed Banking and Insurance system: Banks offered credits facilities and insurance companies provided security.
6) Lack of internal customs barriers: Britain had no internal customs barriers that could discourage investors to invest in industrialization.
7) Presence of peace and stability:  Many European countries such as Italy, France and Germany were in wars while Britain enjoyed relative peace and stability. This encouraged her industrialization.
8) Good geographical location: Britain was located at the center of less industrialized states that provided market for her finished goods.
9) Presence of strong Naval Force: Britain had a strong naval force which protected her form external attacks that encouraged foreign investors to come and invest in Britain.
10) Improved transport system: her transport systems were more developed than those of other countries. She had different ways of transporting people and goods like railway line, bridges, roads, canals, ships and vehicles. These eased transport.
11) Favorable government policies (Lowered taxes): the government of Britain lowered taxes on profits to support business class, this encouraged industrialization.
12) Existence of natural harbors: Britain had good natural harbors which could not freeze even in winter. This facilitated the transportation of goods throughout the year.

Q2.Explain the Reforms introduced by Belgian in Rwanda(1916-1962)
Answer:
REFORMS INTRODUCED BY BELGIANS (1916-1962)
1. Undermining the Mwami’s (king’s) legal power: The king, before the Belgian era, had authority to pass ‘life or death’ sentence over his subjects. The king was stripped off this right to determine whether a person would live or be killed because of a crime committed. This humiliated king.

2. Abolition of ubwiru and umuganura: Belgians abolished both the ubwiru and umuganura in a systematic way to curtail the king’s powers. this greatly affected king’s power as well as his subordinates.

3. Declaration of religious freedom: King Musinga was forced to sign a law accepting freedom of worship. From then, the King had no option but to allow religious freedom that would favor the Catholics.

4. Abolition of imponoke and indabukirano: Indabukirano were gifts given to the chief after being nominated and coronated to the position. Imponoke was a sign of compensation to the chief usually after a heavy loss of cows, especially due to diseases or being hit by lightning. 

5. Traditional education was abolished: Traditionally, education was informal and it was delivered through the family. The family taught boys and girls differently. However, with the coming of the colonialists, itorero and other forms of traditional education in Rwanda were abolished. They were replaced with secular and religious education.

6. Introduction of identity cards:The identity cards which were introduced by the Belgians in 1935 classified Rwandans as belonging to Tutsi, Hutu and Twa. These divisions led to 1994 genocide against the Tutsi

7. Health centres: colonialists phased out of local herbs and replaced them with western drugs and medicines. Besides western drugs which were introduced in Rwanda, private hospitals were also built.
8. Religion (Christianity): Colonial agents worked against traditional religion as they considered it pagan and backward.Hence, spreading Christianity in Rwanda. 

9. Forced labour policy During the Belgium rule, some members of a family were required to offer free compulsory labour. This labour to the government was to be offered for two days in a week of seven days.
10. Agriculture and animal husbandry The Belgians introduced cash crops such as coffee, pyrethrum, cotton and tea. 
11. Mining activities Mining activities started from 1923 with two main companies: RwandaUrundi Tin Mines Company (MINETAIN: Société des Mines d’Etain du Ruanda-Urundi) and Muhinga-Kigali Mining Company (SOMUKI: Société Minière de Muhinga-Kigali) in1934 among others.  


Q3.Discuss the factors for the rise of long distance trade.
Answer:
FACTORS FOR THE RISE OF LONG DISTANCE TRADE 
1. Attractive trading items: The trade brought with its attractive items like fire arms, ammunition, clothes, beads and mirrors which every society wished to have.
1. The presence of trading commodities: commodities like ivory that was on higher demand in India, Europe and America was available
1. The geographical location of some communities: trading communities were located near trading routes which favored trading activities. For instance 
· Nyamwezi (present day Tanzania) was located on the important central trade route, 
· Yao who were the key players on the Northern and southern routes.
1. The benefits from the trade: the profit got encouraged many people to engage themselves in trade leading to the rise of this trade.
1. Emergence of trading tycoons: Those were especially African leaders like Mirambo and Nyungu-ya-mawe of the Nyamwezi, Mutesa I of Buganda and Kabalega of Bunyoro, those leaders played a big role in the development of this trade
1. Regular and favorable climate:  East African climate was favorable providing period of agriculture (rainy season) and period of trade.
1. Trading culture: Some African societies had trading culture by trading with their neighbors and with Portuguese earlier, this led to the rise of long distance trade 
1. Hostility (unfriendness) and competition among some African societies: they joined trade because it was the source of firearms that were essential for political expansion and defense.
1. Introduction of cowrie shells as a medium of exchange: Initially, LDT was conducted on barter system. Later on, cowrie shells were introduced to act as a medium of exchange. This solved problem such as cheating and divisibility of some goods experienced during barter trade. 
1. The hospitality of interior societies: For instance, the Baganda warmly welcomed the traders. The Yao guided and offered food and shelter to the traders. This good relationship helped the trade to develop.
