                                    PART II /20mks each question.

1. The continental system failed due to a number of reasons as presented below;

· . Britain was regarded as the “workshop of Europe “and therefore, Europeans could not do away with the British goods.
· The French empire was too big and therefore, not easy to monitor during the implementation of the continental system.
· The time of implementing the continental system was not conducive due to the economic depression which different European states were experiencing.
· The defeat of French forces at the battle of Trafalgar on October 21,1805.
· The enemies Napoleon had created in Europe through his aggressive policies and wars.
·  The poor quality of the French substitutes to the British goods 
· The adverse(negative)effects like unemployment, inflation, famine, and starvation caused by continental system
· The imprisonment of the pope in 1809.Pope Pius VII
· The severe winter season which was experienced in Europe made it so hard for states which depended on Britain for winter clothes to continue complying with continental system.
· The outbreak of the peninsula war 1808-1811(during this war alone France lost about 300000 troops.
· The British naval superiority compared to the French(napoleon’s)naval inferiority.
· The 1812 Moscow campaign. (during this war alone France (napoleon) lost between 580000and 590000 soldiers.) 
· Britain had undisputed monopoly of coffee, sugar, and tea which were essential to the generals in the Rhine confederation. The Germans in the Rhine confederation resorted to smuggling in order to get these products

2. The causes of early exploration were the following:
· Europeans had the willingness or the courage to learn about other places.
· The explorers wanted to find a sea route to India in order to obtain spices.
· The European economy needed gold and silver from the far east.
· Europeans wanted to colonize foreign lands.
· Europeans wanted to spread Christianity to other parts of the world.
· There was a spirit of adventure and scientific curiosity which encouraged many explorers and scientists to collect information.
· The rise of mercantilism
· The fall of Constantinople
· Humanitarian curiosity
· Royal patronage
· Rivalry among nations
· Improvement in navigation
· Cartography
· Etc.

3. The factors for the downfall of prince von Metternich were the following:
· The death of Metternich’s best friends. e.g.: lord Castlereagh died 1821
· The rise to power of new personalities that were non compromising figure. Eg: George canning
· The outbreak of the revolutions before 1848 inspired so much the Austrians to revolt against Metternich.
· The demise(downfall) of the congress system by 1830.
· Big size with different 13 nationalities (races) to be efficiently aged by Metternich.
· The role of foreign states. e.g.: England
· The industrial revolution that was sweeping across the entire European continent in 1840s 
· The emergence of pope Pius IX in Italy who was more liberal minded than his predecessor.
· Metternich failed to control the press in Austria proper.
· The negative impact of the 1847 winter season which was experienced in Austria.
· Metternich is said to have concentrated so much on political issues and neglected 
The rest (economic and social concerns).
· Despotism
