Q9.Account for the outbreak of the 1848 revolution in Europe   (20marks)

1. The Vienna Settlement: It ignored the principle of nationalism and put smaller states such as the Italian and German States under Austria. This contributed to the outbreak of the 1848 revolutions which aimed at destroying the control of the big states. 
2. The growth of nationalism and feelings of independence: among the small states led to the 1848 revolutions. Small states had the demand for democracy, constitutionalism and liberty. 
3. The Metternich System: The people in different states like Italian and German states were annoyed by the oppressive policy of Metternich were encouraged to start the revolution in 1848. 
4. The influence of the 1830 revolutions: The 1830 revolutions encouraged many people in different states of Europe to start a revolution so as to overthrow the dictatorial rule or to achieve independence. 
5. Economic crisis: Between 1845 and 1848, most economies of Europe collapsed. Agricultural production failed industries and trade also declined. That resulted in bad conditions of life which forced people to rebel against their government. 
6. The influence of the 1789 French Revolution: That revolution left behind the revolutionary ideas of liberty, equality and fraternity. Moreover, different states in 1848 were encouraged by the success of 1789 French Revolution to start the revolution. 
7. The collapse of the Congress System: As the Congress System had the aim of crushing revolutionary ideas and revolutions, its collapse gave opportunity to the oppressed people to start the revolution. 
8. The negative effects of rapid population growth by 1848: Population growth resulted into urban congestion, food and water shortages, growing unemployment, diseases, etc. People in difficult living conditions were forced to organize a revolution in 1848.  
9. The negative effects of industrial revolution: such as unemployment, low wages, long working hours, etc.  Forced the affected people to start the 1848 revolutions. 
10. The natural disasters or bad weather of 1847: this caused poor harvests, food shortage, famine and starvation, etc. As many governments failed to solve those problems, the masses rebelled in 1848 in order to overthrow these governments. 
11. Press censorship: Strict censorship of textbooks, pamphlets, newspapers and other forms of the press also led to the outbreak of the 1848 revolutions in Europe. Different governments in Europe had censored the press and people partly revolted to have freedom of the press. 
12. The desire for independence: The Italian and German states desired to win their independence from Austria and became the united and free independent Italy and Germany.

· He founede a newspaper” resorgimento” in which he published the need for constitutional and parliamentary democracy and exposed the oppressive administration of Austrian rule
· He solicited for funds from foreign powers ( Britain and France)
· He improved the economy of Piedmont by signing commercial treaties with Britain, France and Belgium
· He carried out military reforms in Piedmont which strengthened the military base of Piedmont
· He reconciled the revolutionary fighters like Mazzini, Garibaldi and King Victor Emmanuel II.
· He introduced political reforms like drafting of the constitution for Piedmont which created a political base that favored the unification of Italy
· He fought against illiteracy and ignorance by introducing many learning centers. These centers acted as mobilization centers for the unification
· He introduced civil reforms like land reform which reduced the power and influence of the church in Italy

· Massive loss of human lives: Both civilians and combatants were killed in the course of the war.  
· The heavy destruction of properties and other important infrastructures: These include administrative centers; telegraph lines, roads etc. were destroyed as a result of this war. 
· Greece regained her independence in 1832. After many years under Ottoman Empire, the Greeks, assisted by Britain and France, exerted a lot of pressure on the sultan of Ottoman Empire to grant independence to the Greeks. In 1832, Greece was granted independence. 
· The increasing rise of nationalism : The success of the Greeks forced other small states in Ottoman Empire to demand for independence. 
· It increased the persecution and discrimination of the Christians in the Ottoman Empire. During and after the war, many Christians in the empire were slaughtered/murdered and hanged. 
· It exposed the interests of European powers in the Ottoman Empire: It showed the Austrian interests in the Balkans and river Danube for trade. It also exposed the Bristish commercial and naval interests in the big seas as well as the French religious and economic interests in the holy places in Palestine. 
· The collapse of the Congress System. Because of that war, powers became divided. E.g. Russia, France and Britain supported the Greeks while Austria and Prussia supported Turkey. This led to the collapse of the Congress System 
· It speeded up the collapse of Ottoman Empire. It led to the death of Turkish soldiers and also encouraged other small states to rise up against the sultan of Turkey. Therefore, it speeded up the collapse of Ottoman Empire. 
· The war led to the outbreak of the 1830 liberal and nationalistic revolts in Europe: The revolutions that started in 1830 in different states of Europe such as France, Belgium, Poland and Italy were partly inspired by the Greek war of independence.
