B) The Pearl novella


Question: How does Steinbeck use the pearl to show the relationship between wealth and human nature? /15marks
Answer:
Steinbeck uses the pearl as a symbol to reveal how wealth can change people’s behavior. At first, the pearl represents hope and opportunity for Kino and his family. However, once others learn about it, greed, envy, and violence begin to appear. Even Kino becomes more aggressive and suspicious. Through this transformation, Steinbeck suggests that wealth can expose both the good and bad sides of human nature. Instead of bringing happiness, uncontrolled desire for wealth may lead to destruction.
