When a section of the tunnel cracked and groaned, the workers froze. For a moment, all that could be heard was breathing—fearful, uneven breathing. Xuma felt anger rise within him, hotter than fear. Why must they risk death for gold they would never touch? Why must their lives weigh less than stone?
That night in the location, Leah’s been glowed with laughter and bitterness. The men drank to forget the darkness below the earth. Xuma sat quietly, listening. He began to understand that the mine was not only underground. It was everywhere—in the streets, in the laws, in the way a white man looked at him.

Scene One
Dr. Stockmann’s sitting room. Evening. A lamp burns on the table. Dr. Stockmann stands in the center of the room holding a report. His hands tremble slightly, but his eyes shine with excitement.
DR. STOCKMANN (excitedly, waving the papers):
At last! The truth is here — in black and white! The water in the Baths is contaminated. Poisoned! This report proves it beyond doubt.
(He places the report on the table and paces the room.)
The Baths — the pride of our town! Visitors come from far and wide to bathe in what they believe are healing waters. But instead, they are bathing in disease!
(Knock at the door. Enter Mayor Peter Stockmann, calm and formal.)
Scene Two
MAYOR PETER STOCKMANN (coolly):
You wished to see me, Thomas?
DR. STOCKMANN (eagerly handing him the report):
Yes! Read this. The scientific tests confirm it. The drainage from the tannery has polluted the Baths. We must repair the pipes at once!
(The Mayor reads silently. His expression hardens.)
MAYOR:
Do you realize what you are saying? These repairs would cost a fortune.
DR. STOCKMANN:
What is money compared to public health?
MAYOR (firmly):
The town’s reputation will suffer. Businesses will fail. Visitors will stop coming. You would ruin us all.
DR. STOCKMANN (astonished):
Ruin you? I am trying to save lives!
MAYOR:
This report must be kept quiet. The majority must not be frightened.
DR. STOCKMANN (angrily):
I will not withdraw a single word! Truth and public health are more important than profit!
(The Mayor exits stiffly.)

Scene Three
A newspaper office. Hovstad and Aslaksen stand beside a desk. Dr. Stockmann enters confidently.
HOVSTAD:
Doctor! We shall publish your article at once. The people must know the truth.
ASLAKSEN:
Yes, moderation and justice!
(Lights dim slightly. Time passes. The Mayor speaks privately with them. Their expressions change.)
Scene Four
A public meeting hall. Townspeople fill the room, murmuring angrily. Dr. Stockmann stands alone at the front.
ASLAKSEN (raising his hand):
Order! The meeting will come to order!
HOVSTAD (coldly):
Dr. Stockmann’s statements threaten the town’s welfare.
TOWNSPERSON 1:
He wants to close the Baths!
TOWNSPERSON 2:
He will destroy our livelihoods!
DR. STOCKMANN (raising his voice above the noise):
The Baths are poisoned! I have proof! Would you rather build prosperity on lies?
MAYOR:
You are an enemy of the people!
CROWD (shouting):
Enemy! Enemy of the people!
(Dr. Stockmann stands still as the crowd roars.)
DR. STOCKMANN (calm but powerful):
The strongest man in the world is the one who stands most alone!
(The crowd’s shouting continues as the lights slowly fade.)

Natella: (stepping forward) I do! I, Natella Abashwili, rightful wife of the late Governor, demand justice. That peasant girl stole my child!
Grusha: (firmly) I did not steal him. I saved him.
Natella: Saved him? (laughs mockingly) You ran away with him!
Grusha: When the palace was burning and soldiers were killing everyone, you left him behind.
Natella: I had dresses to collect! Important things! The child was in danger.
Grusha: Yes. In danger because no one stayed. I stayed.
(Villagers murmur in agreement.)
Azdak: (scratching his head) Hmmm. A child with two mothers. One rich. One poor. One who gave birth. One who gave bread. Interesting.
Simon: (stepping forward) Your Honour, this woman risked her life for that child. She crossed a broken bridge in the mountains. She starved so he could eat.
Natella: Lies! She wants my son because he inherits the Governor’s land!
Azdak: (smiling) Ah! Now we speak of land. The true child in this case!
(He orders a guard to draw a circle on the ground with chalk.)
Azdak: Put the child in the middle.
(The child is placed in the circle. Grusha looks worried but calm.)
Azdak: Each woman will take a hand. When I say pull, the one who pulls the child out of the circle shall be declared the true mother.
Natella: (confidently) I will win.
(Both women take a hand. The villagers hold their breath.)
Azdak: Pull!
(Natella pulls hard. Grusha pulls slightly, then suddenly lets go. The child falls toward Natella but begins to cry loudly.)
Azdak: Stop! (pauses) Woman, why did you let go?
Grusha: I cannot tear him apart. I would rather lose him than see him hurt.
(Silence. Azdak stands up slowly.)
Azdak: The true mother is the one who refuses to harm the child. The child belongs to Grusha!
(Villagers cheer. Natella screams in anger.)
Natella: This is injustice!
Azdak: No. This is justice. The one who cares shall keep what she has cared for.
(He bangs the chair like a hammer.)
Azdak: Case closed!
(Simon smiles at Grusha. She holds the child tightly. Lights fade.)
