12) Explain the role of financial institutions. (20 marks)
· Award of marks: This is an open-ended question. Award marks based on the candidate's ability to explain various roles. The answer should be in paragraph form. Distribute 20 marks as follows:
Introduction:2marks(definition+introductory sentence)
Body:8points*2=16marks
Conclusion:open(concluding word+position)
· Mobilizing Savings : Explaining how they provide a safe place for individuals and businesses to save money, which channels funds into the economy.

· Providing Credit/Loans : Explaining how they lend money to individuals (for consumption, education, housing) and businesses (for investment, expansion), fueling economic activity.

· Facilitating Payments and Transactions : Describing their role in offering services like checking accounts, credit/debit cards, electronic transfers, and checks, which make buying and selling goods and services easier.

· Managing Risk : Explaining services like insurance (life, health, property) and diversification of investments that help individuals and businesses mitigate financial risks.

· Formulating and Implementing Monetary Policy : (For Central Banks) Explaining how they control money supply, interest rates, and inflation to maintain economic stability.

· Facilitating International Trade : Describing how they provide foreign exchange services, letters of credit, and trade financing, enabling countries to import and export goods.
· Supporting government large project
· Providing employment opportunities
· Provision of remittance services like western Union
· Money transfer
· Act as foreigne exchange bureaus
· Contribute to economic development of the country through payments of taxes
· (Note: Candidates  need to cover all points to get full marks, but their explanation should be comprehensive. Marks should be awarded for well-explained, relevant roles.)
13) Examine the impact of science and technology in the world today. (20 marks)
· Award of marks: This is an open-ended question requiring a balanced examination of both positive and negative impacts. Award marks for a well-structured answer.
· Introduction:2 marks(definition+introductory sentence)

· Body:8points*2=16marks(6 positive points&2negative points)
· Conclusion:2marks(concluding word+position)
· Communication : Instant global communication (internet, mobile phones), social connectivity.

· Medicine and Healthcare: Improved diagnosis, treatment, vaccines, increased life expectancy.

· Transportation : Faster and more efficient travel (airplanes, high-speed trains), global trade.

· Agriculture : Increased food production (GM crops, machinery), reduced hunger.

· Education and Access to Information : Online learning, vast information repositories at our fingertips.
· Research development
· Provision employment opportunities
· Facilitate trade and exchange
· Negative Impacts :
· Job Displacement : Automation and AI leading to unemployment in certain sectors.

· Environmental Degradation: Pollution from industrial processes, e-waste, resource depletion.

· Ethical Concerns : Issues of privacy, surveillance, genetic engineering, and weaponization (e.g., drones, cyber warfare).

· Social Isolation : Over-reliance on digital interaction reducing face-to-face human contact.

· Increased Inequality : Digital divide between those with and without access to technology.

· (Note: Marks should be awarded for explaining each point, not just listing them.)
14) Write a detailed Curriculum Vitae. (20 marks)
· Award of marks: The candidate must create a CV that is tailored to the job advertisement. Since they cannot use real names/schools, they must use fictitious but realistic ones. Award marks for structure, content, and relevance.

· Personal Details (2 marks): Name (fictitious), address, phone, email, nationality. Should be clearly presented.

· Professional Summary/Objective (2 marks): A brief statement at the beginning stating their career goal and how it aligns with the position of a Socio-Economic Development Officer.

· Education (4 marks): Listing qualifications in reverse chronological order. Must include the required "A2 professional certificate" in one of the specified fields (Education, Agriculture, Humanities). The names of schools should be fictitious.

· Work Experience (4 marks): This is crucial. Must explicitly state they have "at least 1 year of experience working in local government." The description of duties should be relevant to socio-economic development (e.g., "Assisted in coordinating community development projects," "Participated in data collection for local planning," "Supported the implementation of government programs like Umuganda").

· Skills (2 marks): Relevant skills like communication, computer literacy, teamwork, knowledge of government programs, etc.

· Language Proficiency (1 mark): Listing languages spoken (e.g., Kinyarwanda, English, French).

· References (2 marks): Providing at least two professional referees with contact details (ensuring they are plausible).

· Overall Presentation and Relevance (3 marks): The CV should be neat, well-organized, free of spelling/grammar errors, and directly tailored to the job description in the advertisement.

· (Note: Heavily penalize CVs that do not mention the required A2 certificate or the 1 year of local government experience.)


SECTION C: ATTEMPT ONLY ONE QUESTION (25 MARKS)

15) Study the table on HIV and AIDS in Uganda. (25 marks)
· a) (i) Calculate the percentage increase for each age group (4 marks)
· Formula: [(Value in 1998 - Value in 1993) / Value in 1993] * 100
· 0-14 years: [(280,780 - 153,000) / 153,000] * 100 = (127,780 / 153,000) * 100 = 83.52% (1 mark)

· 15-19 years: [(168,590 - 137,480) / 137,480] * 100 = (31,110 / 137,480) * 100 = 22.63% (1 mark)

· 20-49 years (Females): [(776,590 - 626,780) / 626,780] * 100 = (149,810 / 626,780) * 100 = 23.90% (1 mark)

· 20-49 years (Males): [(721,000 - 581,620) / 581,620] * 100 = (139,380 / 581,620) * 100 = 23.96% (1 mark)

· 50+ years: [(225,035 - 182,100) / 182,100] * 100 = (42,935 / 182,100) * 100 = 23.58% (1 mark)

· Award of marks: 1 mark for each correctly calculated percentage. Total 4 marks (candidates only need to calculate the 4 groups shown in the table).

· a) (ii) Calculate the overall percentage increase (3 marks)
· Step 1: Find the total for 1993. Add all figures for 1993.

· 153,000 + 137,480 + 626,780 + 581,620 + 182,100 = 1,680,980 (1 mark for correct total)

· Step 2: Find the total for 1998.
· 280,780 + 168,590 + 776,590 + 721,000 + 225,035 = 2,171,995 (1 mark for correct total)

· Step 3: Calculate the overall percentage increase.
· [(2,171,995 - 1,680,980) / 1,680,980] * 100 = (491,015 / 1,680,980) * 100 = 29.21% (1 mark for correct final percentage)

· Award of marks: Award marks for the steps as shown.

· b) (i) Which age group has the highest percentage increase? (4 marks)
· Answer: The 0-14 years age group. (4 marks for the correct group)

· Award of marks: 4 marks for the correct answer. No partial marks.

· b) (ii) What is the likely impact of such a rate? (2 marks)
· Answer: Any one well-explained impact, such as:

· Increase in the number of orphans, placing a strain on extended families and social services.

· A weakened future workforce and increased burden on the healthcare system from a young age.

· Higher child mortality rates.

· Award of marks: Award 2 marks for a clear and logical impact.

· c) (i) State the age with the highest number of HIV/AIDS cases (1 mark)
· Answer: The 20-49 years age group (for both males and females combined, this group clearly has the highest numbers in both years).

· Marking Guide: 1 mark for the correct group.

· c) (ii) Suggest possible reasons for this occurrence (2 marks)
· Answer: Any two relevant reasons, such as:

· This is the most sexually active age group. (1 mark)

· Engagement in high-risk behaviors (e.g., multiple sexual partners). (1 mark)

· This age group constitutes the labor force and may be involved in migration and staying away from families for work, increasing risk. (1 mark)

· Award of marks: Award 1 mark for each valid reason, up to a maximum of 2 marks.

· d) (i) Which gender has the highest cases of HIV/AIDS? (1 mark)
· Answer: Females (the figures for females in the 20-49 age group are higher than for males in both 1993 and 1998).

· Award of marks: 1 mark for the correct answer.

· d) (ii) Suggest measures to reduce the level of HIV/AIDS in Uganda. (10 marks)
· Award of marks: This is an open-ended question. Award marks for relevant and well-explained measures. Award up to 2 marks for each well-explained point. Any 5 of the following or other valid measures can earn full marks.

· Prevention of Mother-to-Child Transmission (PMTCT) (2 marks): Providing ARVs to HIV-positive pregnant women to prevent transmission to their babies.

· Promotion of ABC Approach (2 marks): Encouraging Abstinence, Being faithful to one partner, and consistent and correct Condom use.

· Voluntary Counseling and Testing (VCT) (2 marks): Expanding access to testing services so people can know their status and take appropriate action.

· Antiretroviral Therapy (ART) (2 marks): Making ART widely available and accessible to people living with HIV to improve their health and reduce viral load, which significantly lowers the risk of transmission.

· Targeted Education and Awareness (2 marks): Conducting campaigns specifically for the most at-risk populations (e.g., youth, women) to address their specific vulnerabilities.

· Fighting Stigma and Discrimination (2 marks): Creating a supportive environment that encourages people to get tested and seek treatment without fear.

· Empowerment of Women and Girls (2 marks): Addressing gender inequalities that make women more vulnerable to infection (e.g., economic dependence, gender-based violence).

· IV. Write a short summary explaining why Rwanda's journey is considered remarkable. (8 marks)
· Award of marks: The summary should capture the key elements of the passage that make the journey stand out. Award marks based on the inclusion and explanation of these points. A top-scoring answer (7-8 marks) will be concise, well-written, and cover several of the following ideas:

· The Starting Point (2 marks): It began after one of the most horrific genocides in history, leaving the country in "complete ruins," with a destroyed social fabric and deep divisions between survivors and perpetrators.

· The Approach (2 marks): The government did not just focus on economic rebuilding but understood that genuine reconciliation was fundamental. They used a combination of modern and innovative home-grown solutions (Gacaca, Itorero, Ubudehe, Umuganda).

· Innovative Mechanisms (2 marks): The summary should mention some of these solutions, like the Gacaca Courts for community-based justice and truth-telling, and programs like Itorero for re-education and instilling positive values.

· The Role of Forgiveness (1 mark): It highlights the remarkable and courageous role of forgiveness by survivors and repentance by perpetrators as a crucial element for healing.

· The Outcome (1 mark): The journey is remarkable because it has largely succeeded. The country has achieved significant social stability, economic growth, and a shared national identity where citizens now see themselves simply as "Rwandans," serving as an example to the world.
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
