16) Read the following passage below and answer the questions that follow:

[TEXT: RWANDA'S JOURNEY TOWARDS UNITY AND RECONCILIATION]{.underline}
The 1994 Genocide against the Tutsi left Rwanda in complete ruins. In just 100 days, more than one million innocent Tutsi were killed by extremist Hutu perpetrators. The country's social fabric was destroyed, infrastructure was devastated, and the economy collapsed. Survivors were traumatized, orphans and widows filled the land, and over two million Rwandans became refugees in neighboring countries. The international community stood by and did nothing to stop the killings, leaving Rwanda to find its own path to recovery.

In the aftermath of the genocide, the Government of National Unity faced the enormous task of rebuilding the nation from scratch. One of the biggest challenges was how to bring together a population deeply divided by years of hatred and violence. Survivors and perpetrators had to find a way to live side by side again. The government understood that without genuine reconciliation, lasting peace would be impossible. Therefore, they embarked on a comprehensive journey towards unity and reconciliation, using both modern and home-grown solutions.

Among the most innovative solutions was the introduction of the Gacaca Courts. These community-based courts were established to try the hundreds of thousands of genocide suspects who filled the country's prisons. The formal court system could not handle the massive number of cases, which would have taken over a century to complete. Gacaca courts brought justice to the grassroots level, where communities gathered to hear testimonies, establish the truth about what happened, and judge perpetrators. By the time Gacaca courts closed in 2012, they had tried nearly two million cases. These courts helped to speed up justice, reveal the truth, and put an end to the culture of impunity. They also laid the foundation for reconciliation by allowing survivors and perpetrators to confront each other in a structured environment.

Another crucial initiative was the establishment of Itorero and Ingando. Itorero is a home-grown cultural school that existed in pre-colonial Rwanda. It was revived to instill positive values among Rwandans, especially the youth. Through Itorero, participants learn about Rwandan culture, history, patriotism, unity, and the fight against genocide ideology. Ingando, which comes from the word "Kugandika" meaning to stay in a place away from home for a specific reason, was used as a solidarity camp to re-educate ex-combatants, returnees, and other groups. These programs helped to reintegrate people into society and promote a shared national identity.

The government also promoted the culture of Ubudehe and Umuganda to rebuild social cohesion. Ubudehe is a traditional practice of mutual assistance where community members come together to help each other, especially in poverty reduction. It was transformed into a national program to fight poverty and empower communities. Umuganda, the monthly community work, brings all able-bodied citizens together to engage in development activities such as building roads, schools, and health centers, or protecting the environment. These activities foster a spirit of cooperation, solidarity, and shared responsibility among Rwandans.

Forgiveness played an essential role in the reconciliation process. The government, religious leaders, and civil society organizations encouraged survivors to forgive those who confessed their crimes and showed genuine remorse. Many survivors demonstrated remarkable courage by forgiving the killers of their family members. This forgiveness was not easy, but it was necessary for healing and moving forward. Perpetrators, on the other hand, were encouraged to confess, apologize, and ask for forgiveness. This mutual process of repentance and forgiveness helped to mend broken relationships and rebuild trust within communities.

The government also established memorials and museums to preserve the memory of the genocide and educate future generations. Places like the Kigali Genocide Memorial in Gisozi serve as burial grounds for victims and as centers for education and research. Every year, Rwanda observes a 100-day commemoration period, starting on April 7th, to remember the victims and reflect on the lessons of the genocide. During this period, Rwandans come together to honor the dead, support survivors, and reaffirm their commitment to "Never Again." These commemorations ensure that the horrors of the genocide are never forgotten and that the spirit of unity and resilience continues to grow.

The journey towards unity and reconciliation has not been easy, and challenges remain. However, Rwanda's progress is remarkable. Today, Rwandans no longer identify themselves as Hutu or Tutsi but simply as Rwandans. The country has experienced significant economic growth, social stability, and political unity. The reconciliation process has shown the world that even after the most horrific violence, healing and unity are possible when a nation commits to truth, justice, forgiveness, and a shared vision for the future.
