9.  Extract from THE PEARL by John STEINBECK    / 10 marks
i. At night when Kino sits awake to protect his pearl, suddenly he senses an evil presence. He rises and searches his knife and moves the doorway. From darkness, a man assaults him and he was bloodied and cut him with his clothes torn and lay down half conscious. Without waiting Juana helps, Kino cleans his wound and begs him in desperation to throw the evil pearl, but Kino insisted.    ( 2 marks)
ii. In the passage, the pearl has changed him into a loving husband and father who cares his family. For instance, when he said: I will fight this thing. I will win over this. We will have our chance.
-But also Kino’s character and values are changing completely and had become a violent and a greedy man. An example of this, Juana asked him to throw the pearl, he said fiercely; “ I am a man, Hush.” And he was silent, for his voice was a command. This shows that Kino is starting to become a mean person.
-His wife realized that the pearl is a danger but Kino overcome by the greed; the pearl brought him a danger, he insists that he can fight it.   (2 marks)
      iii.   This is clearly illustrated in the passage when he says:
By the end of the novel, Kino finally sees how the pearl had devastated him and his family (their baby). Coyotito was shot dead by the trackers, their house was burnt, he accidently killed a man. Also their canoe (boat) was damaged. He finally realized what Juana had been telling him before this passage. At last, he decided to throw the pearl away as well as throw away all the darkness and the song of evil from his life.     (2 marks)

12. Novella “THE PEARL” by John Steinbeck. / 10 marks
(Accept any given introduction) /2marks
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ideas in the development, coherence and language use /6 marks
Kino: - Kino’s greed and desire for wealth, Kino’s discovery of the pearl sets off a chain of events that lead to violence, death and suffering.
- Kino ignores warnings: Kino’s wife, Juana and other characters in the story repeatedly warn him the dangers of the pearl. Juana in particular recognizes that the pearl brings misfortune and tries to convince Kino to throw it back into the sea, but he refuses. His stubbornness and belief that the pearl is his key to a better life blind him to the destructive power it has on his family and their community.
- Kino’s action in trying to hold on to the pearl and his resistance to selling it peacefully escalate the violence throughout the story. He becomes more paranoid and aggressive especially when he perceives others as threats to his new found wealth. This is evident in the killing of a man in self-defense, which lead to a pursuit that intensifies the chaos. Kino’s attachment to the pearl leads him to killing and abandoning his former sense of morality and decency. 
Doctor: The doctor exploits Kino’s poverty. The doctor initially refuses to treat Kino’s son, Coyotito, because Kino is poor and cannot afford the payment. When Kino finds the pearl, the doctor immediately shifts his behavior and offer to treat Coyotito, showing that he sees the family not as people in need but as a potential source of profit.
The Pearl Buyers’ manipulation: The pearl buyers collude to offer Kino far less than the true value of the pearl. They pretend to be interested in purchasing the pearl, but in reality, they are a part of a system that is designed to cheat Kino. As a result, Kino Left his home and travelled to La Paz to sell the pearl. Tragically, the journey ended Coyotito losing his life.
